Since its creation in early 2009, Brunchbox has been quenching PDX’s thirst for burgers.  After 
two years of providing inexpensive, fast, no frills burgers, they’ve become a staple of the city’s 
cart scene. Their original hit, the YouCanHasCheeseburger, is truly something you have to eat to 
believe: a hand-pressed, quarter pound, black-angus beef patty,
topped with American cheese and nestled between two golden 
brown Texas-toast grilled cheese sandwiches with all the 
fixings.  

This summer heralds the release of their new menu, which 
greatly expands on the old standards with the addition of fifteen
new feature sandwiches.  Concoctions such as the 
Burgermeister (imagine a BigMac if it were actually big), and 
the Lil Mo (lots of beef, bacon, and cheese, proudly served 

without any vegetables). Possibly the most intriguing is the Thai 
Bacon Burger; featuring grilled pineapple, jalapeño, spicy peanut 
sauce, and bacon.  “It’s our attempt at getting in on some of that 
Thai food cart money,” quips Derek, BrunchBox’s 
Owner/Operator.

While still producing simple yet creative breakfast options (like the 
Breakfast of Champions, a sandwich with French toast as the 
bread), BrunchBox has blossomed into a sandwich laboratory-

slash-dispensary.  This promises to be the summer of the burger, with 
the boys riding high from their national television debut on the 
Cooking Channel’s new show “Eat St”.  The service is speedy and 
the burgers are fat, so don’t forget to bring your appetite, you’re 
going to need it.
